PRACTITIONER
A. RICHARD WILLIAMS, FAIA

1914-2016

In honor of one of Tucson’s most inluential architects, our “Practioner” segment is dedicated to the late
Dick Williams. His good friend Chuck Albanese, FAIA, shares his thoughts about Dick’s life and legacy:

As many of you know, A. Richard Williams FAIA, or Dick
to most of us, sadly passed away on May 27, 2016 at the
age of 101. Dick was part of our professional community
in Arizona for over 30 years and an important part of
the architectural culture of Southern Arizona and the
College of Architecture, Planning and Landscape
Architecture. During all of his time as a resident of
Tucson he was an intellectual and snancial supporter
of the College and a consistent contributing visiting
critic. Dick regularly attended AIA Southern Arizona
Chapter meetings up until the age of 93 and often/
always had positive comments about professional
developments and activities in Southern Arizona. He
could be outspoken on certain issues and with his wit
and extraordinary ability to articulate his thoughts he
was able to introduce fresh approaches to difecult or
contentious situations.

Dick was generous with his time and provided
mentorship, advice and challenging insight to everyone
who visited him in Camera Alta, his residence for over
30 years. He loved to participate in any conversation
that related to architecture, urban design, landscape
architecture or for that matter any theoretical subject
related to design, education, conservation, sustainable
environmental issues, travel or politics. Up until the last
couple of years of his life, any visit with Dick could last
many hours and leave you exhausted with new ideas,
challenging observations and creative alternatives to
seemingly impossible problems. By simplifying any issue
Dick was able to articulate the basic determinants
that need to be resolved and let you redeene what
actually requires your attention. His professional work
exemplises exactly what simplicity and integrity means
both in expression, material use and structural clarity.
Every visit and conversation with Dick was like a Masters
Class in philosophical simplicity and modesty.

His life and accomplishments are remarkable,
manifested most fully in the lives he touched and
changed. Born to an economist father who established

the College of Business at The lllinois State University
and a mother who was a political leader in The State of
lllinois Democratic Party and a founding member of the
National Junior League, Dick loved the Prairie School
philosophy and always remained a Midwesterner at
heart.

Dick was a man of many talents and remarkable abilities
who can be described in numerous ways: architect,
educator, urbanist, naval architect, sailor, boat-builder,
world traveler, philosopher, author, philanthropist,
colleague, mentor, and friend. He treated every
student and colleague as a friend and toward the end

of his life he often commented that he had a wonderful
“family” of former students. Throughout his life he was
sought after to be director of design by internationally
recognized erms but always believed that his role in our
profession was in education. Dick stated in his Lifetime
Achievement Award statement:

“I am ermly convinced that the heart of learning
architecture lies in the studio, | have endeavored to stay
in the thick of practice as an architect as well, declining
offers of administrative leadership. Well beyond the
modest body of satisfying built work for clients are the
most rewarding, distinctive achievements of hundreds
of students.”

Among Dick's many highly accomplished former
students, colleagues, and very close friends are AIA
Gold Medalists — Bill Caudill FAIA, Eason Leonard FAIA
Managing Partnerof | M Pei Partners, Fay Jones FAIA,
Charles Moore FAIA, Joe Esherick FAIA, Larry Perkins
FAIA, Phil Will FAIA, Harry Weese FAIA and Paul Rudolph
FAIA. Not to be excluded are an additional 17 former
students who went on to be Deans and Directors of
accredited schools of architecture.

Dick’s personal accomplishments throughout his career
are too numerous to list here. He has received national
design awards for his work, national recognitions for his
contributions to architectural education, and respect
and acknowledgments for his publications, but one
recognition he was most proud of was his selection for
the AIA Lifetime Achievement Award by the Arizona
FAIA membership. Dick was equally proud to be
awarded an Honorable Degree, Doctor of Humane
Letters from the University of Arizona in 2010.

Dick’s life was a colorful fulslling series of adventures that
he controlled as if he were “designing” his seasons of life.
Many friends, students and | were often advised by Dick
that we should think about time as a design opportunity.
Study it, consider alternatives, generate options then
commit. | tried to remember this when opportunities
presented themselves or when challenged with difecult
decisions regarding professional or personal change.
| used up a lot of ‘yellow trace paper’ considering
different alternatives in decision-making during my 56
year journey with Dick as a mentor and friend. He was
always part of my life after enrolling as a freshman in the
School of Architecture at the University of Illinois in 1960.
He convinced me to continue to be his administrative
assistant in the graduate program at the U of | and he
was directly instrumental in my receiving the Ryerson
Travelling Fellowship that allowed me, and my new
bride, to travel for a year in Europe, an experience that
has shaped our lives for the last 50 years. Dick advised
me to accept my erst teaching position at the College

of Architecture and after | retired as a professor to
return and serve as Dean of the College. He has been
my navigator during my entire career.

There was one period during Dick’s life when he could
not “design his time.” During his early career as a
professor at Oklahoma State University WWII began. The
only service branch Dick would consider was the Navy.
Shortly after receiving his commission he found himself
in Seattle supervising the construction of a wooden hull
minesweeper that would take him to signiscant action

in the Paciec. He did not speak much of those times but
with some prodding he did talk of navy leet “action”
that included late war kamikaze attacks on larger ships
that his small vessel was escorting. Near misses were
common. Displayed on the wall just above his lounge
for the last 10 years was a 4’ x 4’ signal lag from one
of those ships signaling “under tow"- a subtle example
of his humor and the reality of his experience in the
Pacisc.

During the past 32 years Dick has served as a distinguished visiting critic and advisor to the CAPLA. In addition to
the hundreds of students he personally mentored, during and beyond studio time, Dick has provided leadership,
by example, in enancially contributing to student scholarship. He created the ARCHON Prize that set a new high

in design competition funding. It generated additional equally generous student scholarships and also supported
faculty administration of the program. A similar program was also generously established at the University of
lllinois. Dick also established a charitable trust in the School of Architecture that will help sustain the ARCHON Prize,
in some form, in the future. Dick’s generosity also included the substantial gift of the concept of the ARCHON
(penthouse) Conference Room but also the entire funding for the inclusion in the design and installation of it. As
Dick commented during the schematic phase of design “the new facility needs a space to dream of what could

be.” It now stands as one of the most sought after and appreciated conference rooms in the university.

CHRISTINA ABRAMS

Christina Abrams is a «fth year student at the University of Arizona College of Architecture, Planning and
Landscape Architecture. Christina has worked on educational facilities, historic architecture and public
projects with esrms in Tucson and Phoenix. She is a member of AIAS and served as the co-social director for

the organization during the 2015-2016 school year.

When did you erst know you wanted to be an architect?
Abrams: As a kid playing at my grandfather's house, |
would play with a large tin of lincoln logs, creating my ideal
log cabin. Then, in high school, | took a drafting class that
piqued my interest in learning more about architecture.
Luckily, my drafting teacher brought in a local architect
to talk to my class. | was able to work at her erm for several
summers.

What or who is your biggest architectural inspiration?
Abrams: Projects that inspire me are strongly connected
back to the public realm, to enhance education and
growth. Architecture should impact the whole community,
rather than just an individual.

Who or what in the school has had the greatest impression
on you, and why?

Abrams: The ability that we have to create with our hands
at the school has the greatest impression on me. If we
know how things are put together, then that knowledge
allows our designs to be constructed one day.

He also served as the chairman of the board for the
Tucson Chamber of Commerce and several terms as a board member.

Wayne loved Tucson. He was a longtime wildcat supporter, and was an avid sports fan. Wayne
was always full of joy and kindness. He was funny, had a wonderful smile and contagious laugh,
and was an eternal optimist. He leaves behind a legacy of beautiful buildings. He will be sorely
missed by those who knew him. We all are eternally grateful for his presence in our lives.

He was preceded in death by his parents, Ernest and Dorothy; brother, Walter and survived by
his adoring wife of 22 years, Kelly; his sons, Jason (Amy), Jamison (Andrea), and brothers, Ralph
